The GYT Campaign runs every
weekday from April 4 to April 29 — during April
there will be “Lunch Block Testing” for STDs,
such as Chlamydia, Monday-Friday, 11:30 a.m.-
1:30 p.m. This will allow you to get in, get tested,
and get out. No appointment is required.

For these free and confidential services, you
must be 12 to 19 years old and live in the City of
Alexandria. You do not need to be a TC Williams
student to come to the Teen Wellness Center
(enter the Center from the King Street side of
the building). The Wellness Center's regular
hours will still be Monday-Friday, 10:00 a.m.-
5:00 p.m. The Center will also be open during
Spring Break, April 18-22. (Let your friends
know about this!)

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Monthly Meeting Minutes

March 22, 2011

WVCA President Glenn Christianson called the
meeting to order at 7:30 p.m. and distributed an
agenda. He noted there were copies of the
Voice with the minutes from the February 28,
2011 meeting at the back of the room. The
minutes were approved.

A quick poll around the room showed a number
of new meeting attendees. As a reminder, all
Village residents are welcome to our monthly
meetings!

Police Report

Sergeant Mayfield introduced his “backup” for
the evening, Officer Panesar, a community
policing specialist. Officer Panesar noted that a
foot patrol took in someone who had been loiter-
ing in Hillside Park just the previous evening.

He reported that there had been 60 telephone
calls since January but only 14 were reportable
possible offenses. But when in doubt, call the
non-emergency number. Try to provide a
detailed description of the persons and the
direction they are traveling.

While Warwick Village has not been severely
affected by thefts, our adjoining areas have
been hit hard. Be sure to take valuables out of
cars. He handed out a “Help Stop Stealing from
Vehicles” card.

Officer Panesar encouraged some actions to
make neighborhoods safer: 1. Turn on lighting
around one’s home, even low wattage; 2. Ensure
visibility of house numbers. Bad weather may
have made the numbers fall off or fade; and 3.
Ensure proper upkeep of shrubs and trees to
avoid creating hiding places.

A resident remarked that since its renovation,
Landover Park has many teens hanging out
there after the 10:00 p.m. closing time.

Other Business

Glenn Christianson reported on behalf of the
Treasurer that we have $13,936.08 in our
accounts. Membership for 2011 is up to

51 members.

The Adopt-a-Park sign up list was passed
around. Volunteers who help tidy up our parks
on Sunday evenings/Monday mornings are an
important source of WVCA revenue. If the parks
pass an inspection by the City, WVCA receives

WVCA’s
focus is on improving the meeting room in the
pool house.

Craig Moran asked if National Night Out will be
moved back to Warwick Pool and Landover
Park. Glenn confirmed that this is likely. One
reason moving NNO back up the hill would be to
show we are vested in the pool, pool house, and
Landover Park area.

Featured Speaker: State Delegate
Adam Ebbin

WVCA welcomed Adam Ebbin, our delegate to
the General Assembly in Richmond. February
26, 2011 marked the end of its 46 day session.
Ebbin is a member of three committees:
Education; Health, Welfare and Institutions;
and Transportation.

Delegate Ebbin briefed the
meeting on some of the
numerous bills recently con-
sidered in Richmond such as
privatization of state-owned
ABC stores (defeated), a
requirement for health
insurance to cover Autism
Spectrum Disorder (passed),
provision of services to victims
of human trafficking (passed)
and establishment of an
independent Office of the
Inspector General (passed).

Ebbin took questions from neighbors on other
concerns, including the Mirant Coal Plant and
his opinion on the state of pensions for

state employees.

Warwick Village and Del Ray are currently
located in the Arlington District 49. Redistricting
takes place every ten years, and will occur in
2011. It is not yet known where the new district
lines will be. What is sure is that we will be
voting for a new delegate come November as
Delegate Ebbin has announced he is running for
State Senate.

Featured Speaker: Flora Buckalew,
Gardening in Small Spaces

Flora introduced our neighbor Mike, who lives
just across from the pool at Landover and
Burgess in a flat-roofed house. Last summer he
grew a prolific rooftop garden using pots and
window boxes. The flat, sunny roof top gives him
a large clear area to work in.

Mike discovered that lettuce and bell peppers
thrive in small containers; squash—not so
much. He irrigated the garden from his drain
pipe and used chicken wire to dissuade the
squirrels and birds. The next time you're over by
the pool or Landover Park, look up—you may
see Mike cultivating his veggies two stories
above you.

Flora reminded us that the Master Gardeners
are glad to assist home gardeners. Do stop by
their Help Desk, where someone is on duty
every Saturday at the Del Ray Farmers Market.

The meeting adjourned at 9:15 .pm.

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2011 General Assembly Session Report

by Delegate David Englin, 45th District

With the 2011 General Assembly Session
behind us, here is an update on some of our
legislative work. Please note that the General
Assembly addressed nearly 2,000 pieces of
legislation this year, and you can look up
information about specific items of interest
online at lis.virginia.gov.

Investing in our future with a fiscally
responsible balanced budget

After extending the legislative session by a day,
the General Assembly on Feb. 27 passed a final
version of the state budget that is consistent
with the fiscally responsible, socially progressive
values of the people of Alexandria, Arlington,
and Fairfax. The final negotiated budget is fully
balanced, and it uses a combination of savings
from cuts and efficiencies and new revenue from
growth to add $75 million into public education,
more than $100 million into higher education,
and make major increases to health care
services for the poor and to critical community-
based services for the intellectually and
developmentally disabled. Locally, the budget
adds money that will allow us to fill an imminent
vacancy on the Alexandria Circuit Court, and it
increases public safety money for our commu-
nity that is equivalent to the salary and benefits
of several additional police officers.

Transportation plan addresses a
critical local need but fails to deliver
long-term funding solution

Governor McDonnell’s transportation plan relies
on $2.9 hillion of bond debt. $1.8 billion of that is
an acceleration of bonds the General Assembly
had already approved, so the debt service is
already built into the budget. The additional $1.1
billion in new bonds will be backed by Federal
highway money, and | remain concerned that
this debt is tied to an unpredictable Federal
appropriation. However, these particular bonds
are also our community’s best opportunity to pay
for the road improvements necessary to mitigate
the impending traffic crisis from the Department
of Defense’s new building at the Mark Center.
Additionally, while Governor McDonnell’s initial
proposal would have taken $150 million from
core services like education, health care, water
quality, and public safety to build roads—an
approach | strongly opposed —the final version

of the plan will be funded only with
existing transportation resources.

Since the final transportation plan
will address a critical infrastructure
need in our community without
taking money from schools to
build roads, | voted for it. However,
this short-term —albeit neces-
sary—infusion of transportation
funds expends the state’s bond
capacity and leaves us with few
transportation resources after
Governor McDonnell leaves office
in 2013. We must continue to
press Governor McDonnell to sup-
port one of the many bipartisan plans on the
table that would deliver the $1 billion or more
per year Virginia needs in new, sustained
transportation dollars.

Progress on protecting consumers,
supporting small businesses, and
creating economic opportunity

Water Consumer Protection Act: Responding to
numerous complaints from constituents about
aggressive cutoff practices from Virginia
American Water, which serves the City of
Alexandria, | tried for several months to work
with the company to address this issue adminis-
tratively. However, the utility ultimately was
unresponsive, so | had no choice but to protect
my constituents through legislation. The Water
Consumer Protection Act will require private
water utilities to give customers at least 10 days
written notice before cutting off home water
services, and it will prohibit them from cutting off
home water service sooner than 20 days after a
bill is past due. Additionally, it requires the State
Corporation Commission to develop regulations
to prevent utilities from cutting off water service
to a person with a serious medical condition.

“Accelerated Sales Tax” Repeal: Last year, the
General Assembly embedded the “Accelerated
Sales Tax” gimmick into the state budget to shift
money between fiscal years, falsely inflating
state revenue and letting legislators avoid mak-
ing tough choices either to cut spending or raise
taxes. This placed a major cash-flow burden on
small businesses by requiring them to remit
sales taxes to the state before having collected
that revenue from their customers. Therefore,
this year | proposed budget language to exempt

. U N small businesses from this

rule. The final budget
included my language with
a minor variation, eliminat-
ing this burden for 80
percent of Virginia busi-
nesses.

Streamlining Business
Paperwork: Streamlining
various administrative
processes is an important
way to make it easier to
start and grow small busi-
nesses in our community.
Working across party lines,
| passed successful legislation this year that
moves Virginia in the direction of “one-stop
shopping” for business paperwork by allowing
businesses to register with Commissioners of
Revenue or local finance departments —rather
than the state—to collect sales taxes at the
same time they file other necessary forms.

Virginia Cider Act: Representing an ecologically
conscious community, | try to find ways to
strengthen the market for locally grown and
locally made agriculture products. Therefore,

| was pleased to carry the Virginia Cider Act,
which creates a major economic development
opportunity for Virginia apple growers and cider
producers by allowing naturally fermented cider
without artificial caps on alcohol content.
According to industry experts, the Virginia Cider
Act opens the door for Virginia to become the
world’s leading producer of traditional hard
cider—the kind of cider George Washington
and Thomas Jefferson served at their dinner
tables—and it will create new opportunities to
attract tourism dollars to the Commonwealth.
